Playoff games will be the same length as regular season. If a game ends in a tie, there will be one, 5-
minute “Golden Goal” overtime (first goal scored wins). If still tied after overtime, a shootout will take
place with each team choosing 5 different players who were on the field at the end of the game to take
penalty kicks. If still tied after all ten players kick the ball, each team will choose 5 new players to take
the penalty kicks, until there is a winner. Goalkeepers can be one of the kickers. Goalkeepers can be
changed only after the first 5 kickers from each team, and then after the next 5 kickers from each team,
etc.

At the end of the regular season, all of the teams in the U10 division will be ranked according to the
number of points received during the regular season. This will place the teams from 1% through 8".
